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2011 Virginia Law Enforcement Challenge
Traffic Safety Officer of the Year Award

About

The Virginia Law Enforcement Challenge Traffic Safety Officer of the Year Award was established with the 2008 Virginia Law Enforcement Challenge to mark the 20th anniversary of the Challenge in Virginia.  The idea behind the award is to recognize one officer who has, in the past year, shown exceptional leadership in and dedication to the promotion of traffic safety in Virginia.

Criteria

Any full-time, paid law enforcement officer of a certified law enforcement agency in Virginia — state, county, municipal, university, private, etc. — is eligible for nomination. (Currently retired officers are eligible so long as they were actively employed during the 2011 calendar year.)

Officers should be nominated for actions performed in the 2011 calendar year, as opposed to a career’s worth of activities. This award is not a meant to be a “Lifetime Achievement” type of award, but instead recognizes exceptional efforts in the past year to promote traffic safety. An officer may be nominated for actions that occurred beyond the past year so long as their efforts continued into 2011, i.e. a current activity that the officer has been working on for a while. 

Examples of qualifying activities include leadership involvement in multi-jurisdictional efforts or development of new and innovative activities in the officer’s community.
Nomination & Selection

Nomination forms and any supporting documentation should be submitted by the nominator to 
Erin Schrad, VA Law Enforcement Challenge Coordinator by May 18, 2012 via email (erin@vachiefs.org) or fax (804-285-3363).

Nominations will be reviewed by the Virginia Highway Safety Committee in June. The award will be presented to the selected officer at the 2011 Virginia Law Enforcement Challenge Awards at the 2012 VACP Annual Conference.
